3 Analyze text.

3.1 Analyze literary text.

· Make inferences based on text features or visuals (i.e. upper case letters, italics, quotation marks, pictures, maps, drawings, photographs)
3.2 Analyze informational text.

· Identify implied main ideas and supporting details.

· Identify implied relationships (such as cause/effect and compare/contrast).

· Summarize information.

· Identify purpose for reading (i.e. entertainment, informational, persuasion)
· Make inferences based on text features. (i.e. titles, headings, captions)
· Make inferences based on visual information.

· Make inferences about text structure. (i.e. chronological order, logical order, cause and effect, classification schemes)
· Make inferences about the author’s point of view.

3.3 Analyze author’s use of language in literary and informational text.

· Analyze the use of literary devices. (i.e. foreshadowing, flashbacks)

· Recognize and distinguish among genres.

· Make inferences about the author’s tone.

· Make inferences about the author’s style.

· Extend themes and concepts to other situations.

· Make connections to text. (i.e. text to text, text to self, text to world)
· Make reasonable predictions.
