Understand Text

       -Retells a familiar story by beginning, middle, and end events.     

2.2 Demonstrate understanding of literal meaning by identifying stated information in informational text.

· Identify stated information about main ideas.

2.3 Demonstrate understanding of explicitly stated sequence of events in literary and informational text.

· Identify first, next and last events.

Analyze Text

3.1 Analyze literary text.

· Retell important events.

· Begins to identify implied or stated theme, message or main idea

· Make inferences about story elements. (Answer the question why?)

· Makes predictions.

3.2  Analyze informational text.

· Begins to identify implied relationships (such as cause/effect and compare/contrast)

· Retells important information

· Begins to make inferences based on visual information (e.g. table of contents, illustrations, text boxes, headings, font)

3.3 Analyze author’s use of language in literary and informational text.

· Recognizes difference between fiction and nonfiction texts.

Evaluate and Extend Text

4.1 Evaluate and extend literary text.

· Connects literature to self, text and world. (Why should you not go into a strangers house? What other books have 3 bears in them?  Do you think bears really live in houses?)

· Predict before and during oral reading.

4.2 Evaluate and extend informational text.

· Connects literature to prior knowledge, self, text and world.
