-Recognizes features that distinguish the following from other genres: Historical Fiction, Fantasy, Tall Tales, Biographies, Realistic Fiction, Mystery, Informational, Poetry, Myth, Plays
-Analyzes a text as nonfiction based on text characteristics including: graphs, text, bold print, diagrams, picture captions, index, glossary, etc.

-Determines a type of poem based on genre characteristics (i.e. haiku, diamante, acrostic, shape)
-States similarities and differences within and among literary works from various genres and cultures including setting, character types, events, etc.
