Phonemic Awareness: 

· phoneme awareness/discrimination

· phoneme segmentation

· phoneme blending

· phoneme manipulation




	SKILLS

Phoneme awareness/discrimination

· determines if words have the same beginning/middle/ending sounds

Phoneme segmentation

· orally segments words into separate sounds (cat = c-a-t-)

· isolation of initial, final, medial sounds 

Phoneme blending: 

· blending sounds together to form a word orally (c-a-t- = cat)

Phoneme manipulation

· delete, add and substitute phonemes to make new words, e.g. cat-bat, cat-cut, cat-cab

· produces rhyming word for a given word 

· produces rhyming words independently
