Phonemic Awareness 

Phoneme Awareness/Sound Discrimination

· Concept of spoken word--i.e. I like cake. (Equals 3 words)

· Discriminates between rhyming and non-rhyming words.

· Determines if words have same beginning/ending sounds (e.g. pen/pop versus pen/ book, or dog/ big versus door/desk)

· Counts syllables in words

Phoneme Segmentation

· Identifies and separates sounds in a word

· Identifies beginning and ending sounds
· Performs oral segmenting tasks (i.e. airplane=air-plane, table=ta-ble, cat = c-a-t)
Blends Sounds

· Performs oral blending tasks (i.e. air-plane=airplane, ta-ble=table, c-a-t = cat)

Phoneme Manipulation (Rhyming)

· Produces rhyming word to a given word.

· Produces rhyming words independently.
· Uses sound substitution on beginning sounds
· Uses sound deletion on beginning sounds (If I take the /k/ off of cat what word would I have?  At.)
