Board Policy 651
REVENUES FROM LOCAL PROPERTY TAX

After the adoption of the budget, the Board shall levy the tax required to raise the amount of
funds needed to balance the budget but not to exceed the statutory maximum rates, unless
approved by a districtwide referendum.

The Board Clerk shall annually deliver to the clerk of each municipality having territory within
the district a certified statement showing that proportion of the amount of taxes voted and not
before reported, and that proportion of the amount of tax to be collected in such year, if any, for
the annual payment of any loan to be assessed on that part of the school district territory lying
within the municipality.
