How to use the laptops in the District Office

If you’re in the district office, you’re in the “wireless zone”, so you  can log onto the network as yourself and access your saved work on the network.  Press control-alt-delete to get a logon screen, then log in as follows:

Username:
<your username for the MG system>

Password:
<your password>

Domain:
MGSD

If you’re not in the district office, or have trouble connecting, you can still log on “locally” (ie, use the computer but not get on the network).  Press control-alt-delete to get a logon screen, then log on as follows:

Username:
ibm

Password:
ibm

Domain:
DLAPTOP-00X (this computer)

Note that you pick “Domain” from a pull-down menu; you don’t have to type it in.

If you want to save work you did while not on the network (while you were logged on as “ibm), save it to “My Documents” (when you choose “save” or “save as”, you will save here by default).  Then, when you’re back in the “wireless zone” of the District office, log onto the network as yourself (see above).  Now, find the work you saved at this by going here:

Start( Shortcut to IBM User Docs.  

Copy the work to your h: drive (it will be showing in “My Computer” if you logged onto the network as yourself), and then delete it from Shortcut to IBM User Docs.
